Advocacy

In 2012 twelve people joined the Catskill
Center and other regional organizations in
Albany to demand equity in state resources for
our region. The Catskill Center co-founded the
Catskill Park Coalition with Catskill
Mountainkeeper and continues to organize the
region politically for both equal representation
and protection through tools such as the
Environmental Protection Fund and Aid to
Localities. In 2015 we helped secure funding
through the state budget for the Catskill Park
and Forest Preserve.

Invasive Species Protection

Through the Catskill Regional Invasive Species
Partnership (CRISP) we are working to turn the
tide on invasive species such as Emerald Ash
Borer and prevent the spread of Hemlock Wooly
Adelgid through innovative work like our Save
the Hemlocks biocontrol, currently being estab-
lished at our Thorn Preserve.

Riparian Zones

Working in partnership with the largest
landowners of the region, our innovative and
groundbreaking work in riparian zones is
building the architecture for the Catskills a
century into the future.
