GUIDELINES AND SELECTION PROCESS
Program Overview
Since the early 1800’s and the beginning of the American Landscape movement, the Catskills have remained an enduring source of artistic inspiration for generations of artists. In keeping with this long tradition, a Sculpture Park focusing on the artists and art inspired by the Catskills has been created at the Maurice D. Hinchey Catskill Interpretive Center (CIC). 
In 2014, the first group of sculpture was selected for display at the CIC Sculpture Park. A yearly call for art will be distributed and in accordance with the guidelines and selection process, new art may be installed. This program is coordinated by the Catskill Center.
Location
The CIC Sculpture Park is located on a 62 acre tract of land on Route 28 in Mount Tremper, Town of Shandaken. This is a main scenic thoroughfare through the Catskill region and research shows that Route 28 is travelled by 6,000 vehicles per hour during peak hours on any given day.
Eligibility
This program does not discriminate against anyone on the basis of age, race, sex, religion, marital status, or national origin. 
Duration of Exhibit
All installations are temporary and must be approved/selected by the CIC Selection Committee. Duration of display will be up to one year with possible renewal by agreement of all parties.

Sales
No art work can be for sale. Contact information can be provided. All rights to the artwork remain with the artist.

TO APPLY
All Applications must be received by April 10, 2015. Applications may be submitted by mail or email (kpalm@catskillcenter.org) and must include:
1. A CV and/or current resume (formatted as a Word file) with current contact information.
2. Images of your art – up to 6 high-resolution (300dpi) images of each piece submitted for consideration. Please include the following for each piece submitted: artist’s name, artwork name, dimensions, medium, date created. Images must be in .jpeg format. Images can be emailed as attachments or snail mailed on a CD. 
3. A stamped, self-addressed envelope (only if you wish to have your materials returned to you) 
Applications missing any of the above items will be considered incomplete and ineligible for consideration.

Art Selection Criteria

· Selected art must be inspired by the Catskill Region 

· Preference given to artists that live or have property in the Catskill Region

· Art must be available for at least 12 months or a length of time as agreed upon between artist and the Catskill Center.

· Art must be weather proof, not hazardous to the environment or visitors, and be appropriate for an outdoor site

Selection Committee Criteria

· A jury of at least 3 people, but no more than 5, will make up the Selection Committee.
· One member of the Selection Committee may represent a Catskill Region Arts Organization.
· At least one member of the Selection Committee may be or have experience as a sculptor.
· One member of the Selection Committee may represent a consumer (not a sculptor).
· One member of the Selection Committee will be a staff member at the Catskill Center.
· Members of the Selection Committee may not submit work for consideration. 
Installation
· Artists are responsible for delivery, installation and removal of their own art work. Artists must cover any fees associated with display of the art work. For example: transportation costs, installation fees, etc.
· Outdoor art must be weatherproof and resistant to vandalism. Artist will be responsible for maintenance of their own artwork.

· CIC/Catskill Center public liability insurance will apply, and while reasonable precautions will be taken, CIC/Catskill Center will not be responsible for loss or damage to artwork. Artists are responsible for any insurance desired to cover damage or loss of their work.

· Catskill Center staff will determine location of artwork. Locations can include the field parallel to Rt 28, near the CIC building, future trails, etc. No artwork will be displayed in the Kiosk island.
